4.   Police Chief
4.1 Monthly Reports: April – July 2022
Acting Chief Defer reviewed reports as prepared by Ret. Chief Batchelor (Apr-May) and himself (Jun-Jul). 
Of note, there were a couple of break-ins along with some Covid related calls for service. The members also completed de-escalation training with Morden and Winkler Police Services.

In the second portion of the reporting period, the Service saw theft of vehicle, which was recovered in Brandon, MB, along with domestic assault, fraud and mischief. During the reporting period there were also some thefts from vehicles.

Acting Chief Defer also reported that the Manitoba Sunflower Festival was a success and only calls of note were missing children, who were promptly reunited with their parents.

Further, Altona Police Service received funding for an in-car camera and a media release was held where Minister of Justice attended.
In terms of budget, there are no concerns. The Provincial Police Grant has not yet been received but is expected later this year. Acting Chief Defer also reported that the Service has received it’s new truck and it’s currently being equipped with emergency equipment.
