4.   Police Chief
4.1 Monthly Reports: September- November 2022
Chief Defer reviewed reports and handed each member a break down of stats and reports.  
Of note: 
· Requests for fingerprints have increased which is more time consuming then just obtaining a criminal record check.
· West Park School reported that an assault had occurred during recess time between two students. Both students are under the age of 12, therefore no charges can be laid, the parents of the victim also called Police to advise of same, but the school handled the situation.

· Police were able to make an arrest on Nov 20th of an individual who is responsible for many of our vehicular break ins and thefts from vehicles.

· Police received a complaint from the Recreation Department of some mischief/damage done to the field house at the nature pond.  Police will conduct patrols of the pond area.

· Altona Police have started to see an increase in parking complaints from Town Public Works staff due to snow clearing.  We will be collaborating with Public Works to put out notice on our social media pages to advise citizens when the snow clearing in which area of town will happen. Possibly also using the Town of Altona Connect messaging system.
· An arrest warrant has been received for the suspect involved in the armed robbery of Domo Gas Station on October 31st. 
· Between November 28th & 29th. Police dealt with two separate, but related assault calls in Plum Coulee. Two males were arrested and charged, and both were released on undertakings with conditions.
· In terms of budget, there are no concerns. The annual budget is at 85% consumed as of November 30, 2022. The first draft of the 2023 budget has been completed and discussion to begin.  
· Chief will be meeting with a Constable applicant on Dec 2nd to give him an offer of employment.  Potential start date would be January 2nd, 2023.
